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Administrative Association

The Greater Toledo Area Hockey Association (GTAHA) is a nonprofit association established to provide an opportunity for the youth of the greater Toledo area to participate in the great sport of ice hockey.  GTAHA is committed to providing the opportunity for boys and girls to develop sportsmanship, teamwork and personal integrity, all while enjoying the fun and challenge of a fast action game.

The association is governed by a Board of Directors, the day-to-day affairs are run by Officers and there is a Hockey Development Director. 

The Board of Directors is comprised of seven (7) Directors, which shall consist of the Chairman, Vice-Chairman, Secretary, and four (4) Ex-Officio Directors. The members of the Board of Directors serve as overseers, not day-to-day managers.  The role of the Board of Directors is to make extraordinary, not ordinary, strategic decisions. 

The Board of Officers of the association are comprised of nine (9) Officers.  Officers shall consist of President, Treasurer, Equipment Director, Ice Scheduler, Risk Manager, Public Relations, Webmaster, Registrar, and Rules & Discipline. The President and shall automatically be a member of the Board of Directors.  The Board of Officers role is to make ordinary decisions on behalf of GTAHA and shall have the day-to-day supervision and management of the business and affairs of GTAHA. 

The Board of Officers generally meet on the first Monday of each month at the Ice House.  Occasionally these meetings are rescheduled to work around conflicts and holidays.  Please check our website for updates and changes.  Officer meetings are open to the public.

Please note regarding Travel Registration:  Travel teams have discretion to require a travel deposit at tryouts.  This deposit, if required, is credited against a future ice bill if the player makes the Travel Team.  The timing of the credit is at the discretion of the Travel Team.  This deposit may be IN ADDITION to the try-out fee.  Separate checks are requested for tryout fees and deposits if so required by the Travel Team.    

Registration

(Continued)

House applicants are accepted on a first come-first serve basis.  There is a definite limit to the number of players we can accept.  Participation in a House program last year does not guarantee you a place this year.  The full payment of a $100.00 registration fee on a first come-first serve basis will guarantee placement.   

Registration Fees

Registration fees pay for the following:

USA Hockey, Mid-Am District, pucks, jerseys and general GTAHA use as directed by the Board of Directors.

Payment will be accepted in cash, by personal check or by Visa or Mastercard.  There will be a $40.00 fee for any returned checks.  If you need further information please contact our Treasurer.

Refunds

House program:  Refunds will be considered only after written request to the House Committee and only for cases of illness, injury, or relocation that resulted in a player not returning for the balance of the session.  Approved refunds will be prorated based on hours remaining.  Insurance, USA Hockey and Mid-Am registration fees, administrative costs and costs of jerseys are non-refundable.

No refunds will be granted for players leaving to join another association or playing for a high school team.

Equipment

We recommend that you purchase good quality products that have a good reputation for good performance to include:

Hockey skates with plastic blade holder; hockey stick with wooden blade; shin pads; shoulder pads; elbow pads; hockey pants; hockey gloves; protective cup; neck protector; H.E.C.C. approved helmet and face mask with chinstrap.

Please note:  All players PeeWee age and older must wear an internal mouth guard.

Goaltenders are required to wear a USA Hockey approved helmet and facemask; chest pads; arm and shoulder pads; leg pads and have a goal stick.

House Learn-to-Play and Recreation Program

Learn-to-Play

Open to skaters 4-8 years old of age and older with little or no skating skills.  Emphasis will be on balance, forward and backward skating, crossover turns and stops.

House Recreation

Open to skaters age 4-8 years of age or older who have participated at the Learn-to-Play (also known as Initiation Program) level and are ready to learn team skills.  Players will be placed on teams under the direction of a head coach.  Teams will scrimmage other “Rec” teams.  This program will play Controlled Cross-Ice Scrimmages.  All skaters must attend the on-ice placement evaluations after each session’s registration.

Travel / LCAHL (Tier II)
This is our most competitive level of team play for skaters age 7 – 17.  Players are selected for these teams on the basis of evaluation and competitive tryouts held in late July or August preceding the fall season.

Travel Team Information

The Greater Toledo Area Hockey Association competes as an “AA” level association.  Our teams will compete for a Little Caesar’s Amateur Hockey League (LCAHL) Championship in the elite or ranked division when qualified to do so.  In addition, PeeWee AA teams and older will compete towards a State Championship and if successful toward a National Championship.

Program Objectives

· Provide physical activity that will increase strength, skill, fitness and health.

· Encourage participation in hockey that will develop positive mental attitudes toward competition.

· Teach sportsmanship, fair play and pride so that the participant will keep winning and losing in their proper perspectives.

· Teach that hard work, diligence and sacrifice are ingredients for success.

Policies and Procedures

Play Up Policy (Travel players only)

GTAHA recognizes the need to 

a. Provide coaches with freedom to make decisions to help them compete and win with players that want to play for them

b. Supply a place for each player to utilize his or her talents to the fullest

There are commonly a few players who have the ability and physical stamina to play at a level above their preferred age group.  Primary consideration in determining team composition shall be player ratings.  Should players rate equally, preference will be given to the older player. 

Rules of Conduct

GTAHA provides youth from the surrounding area the privilege to learn and compete in amateur hockey. With this privilege come responsibilities. Those players, parents and coaches who accept these responsibilities are encouraged to participate in GTAHA. GTAHA abides by and supports the USA Hockey Zero Tolerance program.

Responsibilities

The Rules & Discipline Committee is the final authority for all matters of conduct and discipline regarding players, parents and coaches.

Note:
The Rules & Discipline Committee process does not override a player’s right to appeal any suspension or dismissal through Mid-Am District or USA Hockey.

The head coach is responsible for adherence to the Rules of Conduct for all players, parents and coaches associated with his/her team. The head coach may designate an assistant coach or manager to assist him/her in this regard.

Any player suspended or dismissed forfeits all registration monies for the current season.

Regulations

Regulations are effective from the first day of evaluations/tryouts to the last day of the season.

Substance Abuse

Players: Any player found using alcohol or illegal drugs will be dismissed from GTAHA for the remainder of the current season. He/she will be eligible to participate the following season provided he/she refrains from any use of alcohol or illegal drugs. A second offense will result in permanent dismissal.

THERE IS NO ALCOHOL ALLOWED OUTSIDE OF THE PRIVATE SUITES DURING ANY GTAHA EVENT

Insubordination

Any player or parent refusing a directive or instruction from a coach of GTAHA may be subject to reprimand, suspension or dismissal.

Offensive gestures or language

Any player, parent or coach using vulgar, obscene or offensive gestures or language may be subject to reprimand, suspension or dismissal.

Unexcused absence or tardiness

House: The head coach should be advised prior to any absence from a team function. Tardiness or unreported absence from practices or games may result in reduced number of regular shifts (benching) during games.

Travel teams: Excused absences from the head coach must be obtained before missing a game or practice. Excused absences will be granted for illness or injury, family vacations, school obligations and other reasons, as the head coach deems acceptable. Violations of this rule may result in reprimand or suspension. Tardiness from practices or games may result in reprimand or suspension.

General Misconduct

Misconduct on the ice, on the bench, in the locker room, or in any rink, home or away, will not be tolerated. Players are responsible for the appearance of their locker room and will leave it in as good or better condition than they find it.

Damage to any property will not be tolerated. Violations to this rule may result in reprimand, suspension or dismissal. Anyone found damaging property will be held responsible for its repair or replacement.

Definitions

Reprimand: Initial confrontation that serves as a warning. Any further infractions of the Rules of Conduct may result in more severe punishment.

Suspension: Loss of privilege to participate. Suspension may range from reduced number of regular shifts during a game, to banishment from team functions for a period not to exceed two weeks.

Dismissal: Self-explanatory.

Rules & Discipline Committee

GTAHA enforces the USA Hockey Zero Tolerance policy at all events and at all rinks.
